About The Show: The Jonas Brothers World Tour 2009 will present the band's
most ambitious production yet, including a massive 140-foot stage placed in the
centre of Rogers Centre offering a 360° view, and cutting edge technology
including a one-of-a-kind circular water screen, multi-colour laser effects, motion
automated video screens and other surprises. In addition to the tour production,




Rogers Centre will be augmenting the audio and video systems to ensure optimal
sound and video quality for all guests, regardless of seat location. The additional
production equipment is being coordinated through Live Nation from local
production suppliers such as Solotech and Clair Global who, along with Live
Nation, are production leaders in the event & concert industry.

Opening Acts: Make sure you arrive early as you don't want to miss any of the
other performances. Leading the way will be Jordin Sparks, who rose to fame as
the winner of the sixth season of American Idol. She followed her American Idol
victory with the release of her self-titled debut album, which has gone platinum,
having sold over 1.5 million copies worldwide, and received American Music Award
and Grammy nominations in 2008. Also performing will be Honor Society,

who performed the lead single in Summit Entertinment's Bandslam. Honor
Society is set to release their debut alboum Fashionably Late on September 15,
2009, preceded by the Bandslam single "Where Are You Now".

Getting to Rogers Centre and Drop-offs: With over 55,000 fans set to descend
upon Rogers Centre, public transit will be your best bet. If you are driving and
need directions, please click here. Limited underground parking is available

off Bremner Blvd., across from Gate 8. Please note that the area surrounding
Rogers Centre will be extremely congested so we ask that you avoid dropping off
concert-goers in the vicinity of the stadium. You will be better served by dropping
them off further away and walking to Rogers Centre.

Entrance Gates and Seat Map: Gates open at 6:00 p.m. one-and-a-half hours
prior to the start of the performances (please do not plan to arrive earlier than
this, as there are no amenities available and all seats are reserved). To help ease
access to the venue and ensure guests find their seats quickly, please arrive at
gate time and enter only via the gate marked on your ticket. Gate 7 is available
for special needs guests.

Parent Waiting Area: Rogers Centre has instituted a Parent Waiting Area for
those individuals dropping off concert-goers. Available free of charge and on a
first-come, first-served basis (subject to capacity), the Parent Waiting Area is
located at Windows Restaurant on the north-west side of Rogers Centre (near
Gate 15). Restaurant doors will open at 6:00 p.m. There will also be a cash and
carry menu provided. Please note that there is no visibility of the concert from
this area. Please be advised that parents will not be able to escort children
into the venue without a ticket.

Posters, Banners, Band Gifts, etc.: We know that Jonas Brothers fans are very
passionate. Although the band is always thrilled to receive your gifts (plush toys,
cards, signs, tokens of appreciation), for the safety and enjoyment of all guests,
including sightline concerns, you will not be permitted to bring gifts, posters,
banners and other such items inside Rogers Centre. There will be bins provided at
each gate for drop off of the above items.

Food and Beverage: For the enjoyment of all of our guests, special- priced food
combos have been prepared, including the "S.0.S." combo, the "Hello Beautiful"
combo and the "Hold On" combo. Take in the opening acts and enjoy delicious




food from our remodeled and upgraded concession stands. Please note that this is
an alcohol-free event and as such, no alcohol will be served.

A limited block of new upper bowl tickets have just
been released and are now available for purchase. These tickets are only $15.50
